Religious and Charitable  Background:

A not–for–profit affiliate and mission of the Episcopal Diocese of Connecticut, Seabury began as the Church Home of Hartford, Inc. (CHHI) in 1876.  Throughout its 134-year history, CHHI/Seabury has been devoted to providing housing, support, and exemplary health care to retired Episcopal clergy and seniors from all walks of life. 

Seabury is a charitable and religious organization that provides housing, healthcare, and financial assistance to many retired and disabled clergy and Connecticut seniors.  To date, the Seabury Charitable Foundation/CHHI has donated over $2.1 million in assistance to those who would otherwise be unable to live at Seabury.

The present-day Seabury Community was established in 1992 in Bloomfield, CT. From Day One, Seabury has proven to be a committed neighbor and socially responsible citizen of the town.  Upon breaking ground, Seabury immediately donated over 70 acres to the Town of Bloomfield as protected open space. 

Today, Seabury has become one of Bloomfield’s largest employers and is a member of the Bloomfield Chamber of Commerce.  Members of the Seabury community volunteer in Bloomfield public schools and sit on Town Boards and Commissions. Seabury makes meeting rooms available free of charge to a multitude of community organizations that include the Bloomfield Interfaith Clergy Group, Friends of the Bloomfield Library, Spouse Bereavement Group, the Adult Learning Program (ALP), and many more.  Seabury has given thousands of dollars to the Marilyn Michaelson Senior Center in Bloomfield.  In 2009, the Seabury Charitable Foundation provided funding for memory support and respite care for The Meadows which serves seniors and their families throughout the area.
